3. Removal of OE part(s)

1) Remove lower engine cover by removing the 2 10mm bolts. [OPTIONAL but not required] remove front strut tower bar for a
better work area




3) Loosen worm clamps at throttle bottle and air box, remove intake boot

6) Remove PCV breather secured by a 10mm bolt, loosen ly remove PCV breather

7) Repeat on Passenger side



10) [OPTIONAL] Remove the front wheels for more working area




11) Remove fender liner to ease access to the bumper 10mm screw

12) Remove 10mm screw securing bumper




14) Remove 10mm bolts securing the bottom of bumper

18) Remove OEM MAF sensor from factory airbox and install in the new upper intake pipe. Be careful not to over torque the
bolts, as they do break very easily

4. Fitment of new part(s)

1. Your intakes will come with the S-LINE Tuning MAF Insert installed, if you plan to have your car tuned, remove the
insert for maximum inner diameter and flow. If you do not plan to tune the car, leave the insert installed



2. Mock fit upper intake pipes
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4. Replace existing radiator support bolt with supplied shorter allen bolt in order to clear lower intake pipe
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8. Plugin MAF sensor harness, and reinstall bumper
